OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS AND SAFETY RULES

This manual is a general guide and is to be used in conjunction with the ride specific operations manual provided with your game purchase.

SET UP:

SELECT THE AREA IN, WHICH THE UNIT IS TO BE INFLATED. LET YOUR CUSTOMER KNOW THE AMOUNT OF SPACE THAT IS REQUIRED TO SET-UP THE INFLATABLE SAFELY, INCLUDING CLEARANCE. IT IS RECOMMENDED TO HAVE AT LEAST 5 FEET OF CLEARANCE AROUND ALL SIDES OF THE INFLATABLE. BE SURE THE GROUND IS LEVEL, NOT HILLY OR SLANTED AND FREE FROM ALL UTILITIES BOTH UNDER GROUND AND OVERHEAD. ALSO CHECK THE GROUNDS FOR ANY PROTRUSIONS, I.E. SPRINKLERS, PIPES, ETC.

PLACE THE MIDDLE INFLATABLE IN THE MIDDLE OF THE AREA YOU HAVE SELECTED. PLACE THE TWO OUTSIDE UNITS AS CLOSE TO THE MIDDLE UNIT WITH OUT OVER LAPPING THE INFLATABLE. TETHER THE THREE UNITS TOGETHER. FIRST, TIE A KNOT BIG ENOUGH THAT IT WILL NOT SLIP THROUGH THE HOLE. OVER LAP THE HOLES FROM THE TWO UNITS AND WEAVE THE BUNGEE THROUGH USING AND OVER UNDER

METHOD. START FROM THE BOTTOM WEAVE THE BUNGEE OVER THE TOP OF THE FLAP THROUGH THE NEXT HOLE, AND CONTINUE THIS METHOD UNTIL YOU REACH THE END OF THE HOLES. TIE ANOTHER KNOT AT THE END OF THE HOLE SECURING THE BUNGEE TETHER. SECURE THE FLAP ON THE OUTSIDE UNIT TO THE INSIDE UNIT COVERING THE

BUNGEE.

IF THE INFLATABLE IS TO BE ON HARD OR ROUGH SURFACE, BE SURE TO PLACE A TARP DOWN FIRST. IF THE INFLATABLE IS ON GRASS A GROUND TARP IS OPTIONAL. UNTIE THE STRAPS ON THE UNIT AND UNROLL. CONNECT A TUBE CHUTE TO THE BLOWER (CHOOSE THE ONE CLOSEST TO THE POWER SOURCE). CLOSE THE REMAINING CHUTE (S) BY TWISTING IT SEVERAL TIMES, FOLD IT OVER AND SECURE IT WITH A STRAP. CHECK FOR SNUGNESS AND MAKE CERTAIN NO AIR IS ESCAPING. RETIE AND/OR RECONNECT IF NECESSARY. ALSO CHECK THE AIR INTAKE ON THE SIDE OF THE

BLOWER FOR BLOCKAGE, MAKE SURE THE AIR FLOW IS UNOBSTRUCTED.

EACH BLOWER CAN HANDLE UP TO 100 FEET OF 12 GAUGE EXTENSION CORD. PLUG THE BLOWER INTO AN 110V OUTLET (20 AMP) AND TURN THE POWER ON TO INFLATE THE

INFLATABLE. AFTER THE INFLATABLE IS INFLATED, CHECK WITH YOUR CUSTOMER TO ENSURE PLACEMENT OF THE UNIT IS SATISFACTORY. YOU MAY THEN ANCHOR THE INFLATABLE BY SECURING STAKES DIRECTLY THROUGH THE D-RING OR RUN THE STRAPS, NO MORE THAN 12" FROM INFLATABLE, THROUGH THE RINGS ON THE CORNERS OF THE INFLATABLE AND TIE THEM TO STAKES (OR SANDBAGS). 40" STAKES ARE APPROPRIATE ANCHOR TOOLS, WITH AT LEAST 12" DRIVEN INTO THE GROUND OR 75 LBS OF WEIGHT PER ANCHOR POINT IN THE INFLATABLE IS TO BE SET ON HARD

GROUND OR INDOORS.


DO NOT OPERATE IN WIND SPEED OVER 20 MPH

TEAR DOWN UNIT IN WIND SPEEDS OVER 25 MPH

CARE INSTRUCTIONS:

TO REPAIR HOLES AND TEARS IN AN INFLATABLE THAT MEASURE UP TO 12" USE THE

SINGLE PATCH METHOD.

CUT AND OVAL OR ROUND SHAPE VINYL PATCH ABOUT 2" LARGER THAN THE HOLE OR TEAR.

CLEAN AROUND THE TORN AREA

APPLY THE GLUE PROVIDED IN THE PATCH KIT AROUND THE TEAR

LET DRY FOR 3 MINUTES

PLACE THE PATCH OVER AND AROUND THE TEAR AND PRESS WITH YOUR PALM FOR ABOUT 1 MINUTE

IN ABOUT 15 MINUTES THE GLUE SHOULD BE DRY AND THE UNIT IS READY FOR INFLATION

FOR LARGER TEARS OR HOLES USE THE DOUBLE PATCH METHOD AS FOLLOWS: 1. PUT A PATCH INSIDE THE UNIT (UNDER THE TEAR) AND SECURE WITH GLUE

2. APPLY THE SECOND PATCH TO THE TOP OF THE TEAR AS IN THE SINGLE

PATCH METHOD

a. IT IS A GOOD PRACTICE TO CLEAN YOUR INFLATABLE AT LEAST ONCE

A MONTH OR MORE OFTEN (AS NEEDED) b. GENTLE DISHW ASHING SOAP IS AN APPROPRIATE CLEANING TOOL c. IF CHEWING GUM, ADHESIVE OR GREASE IS NEEDED TO BE REMOVED


FROM YOUR INFLATABLE, GOOF OFF HAS BEEN KNOWN TO BE


EFFECTIVE AND SAFE

d. FOR MILDEW REMOVAL, X-14 CAN BE USED

e. AMOUR ALL IS A TOOL RECOMMENDED TO EXTEND THE LIFE OF YOUR


INFLATABLE

BE SURE TO ALWAYS STORE ANY INFLATABLE DRY, STORING A WET UNIT WILL CAUSE MILDEW. IF WATER IS FOUND TO BE CONTAINED WITHIN THE INFLATABLE, IT IS RECOMMENDED TO INFLATE THE UNIT, TILT IT ON A 45 DEGREE ANGLE AND LEAVE INFLATED UNTIL THE UNIT IS DRY.

OPERATION:

A few basic rules should be followed while operating any inflatable attractions are as follows:

. NO SHOES

. NO GLASSES

. NO SHARP OBJECTS . NO JEWELRY

. NO FLIPS, PILING OR WRESTLING

. NO CLIMBING ON THE SIDE WALLS OR NETTING . NO BOUNCING

ADDITIONAL SAFETY RULES:

LOAD ONLY COMPATIBLE AGES WITHIN THE UNITS DURING ANY GIVEN CYCLE BE SURE UNIT IS CLEAN AND FULLY INFLATED

NO ONE SHOULD CLIMB ON THE EXTERIOR OF AN INFLATABLE WHETHER OR NOT IN OPERATION

NEVER LEAVE AN INFLATABLE ATTRACTION UNATTENDED

REMOVE ALL TRIPPING HAZARDS (MARK ANY CORDS OR STRAPS CLEARLY) NEVER INSTALL IN OR NEAR A SWIMMING POOL

NEVER REMOVE A GROUND PIN FROM THE CORD, USE AN ADAPTER IF NEEDED ALL INFLATABLE SHOULD BE SECURELY ANCHORED AND FULLY INFLATED PRIOR TO ALLOWING ANY P ARTICIP ANTS TO ENTER
